Postrmaster af  Lavderdale, has a
very pretty place on the banks of the
river, and although he is doing no farm-
ing, his place is wosthy of mention on
aecoint of ils typical Flornda beauty,

Continging our work at Modelo of
Inst week which was cit shorl because
of the day not being two hours longer,
the Metropolis representative  visited
three other places there this week,
being those of F. J, West in *Tiger Tail
Hammock,” G, B, Hinckley in “Four
Mile Hammock™ and W. B, Ord's pine-
apple  plantation near the Hinckley
place,

We found Mr. West had just com-
pleted the placing of an irrigating plant
an his place, which consists of 35 acres
af very rich hammeock & mile wesl of the
[F.E.C. Railway] station, Mr West's
plan of krrigating is a pump with o capa-
city af 150 gallons of water per minute
driven by a 12-home-power boiler. His

main pipes are 3'4-inch and his suxilinry
pipes 3-inch with 1'4-inch hose and
¥-inch nozzles, This plant has been ex-
tended over his 16 seres of young citrus
grove, Mr. West has n pleasant home
and fsmily and Is about to make an ex-
tensive addition to his resdidence. Mr,
West's place has not been under Improve-
ment two years, yet great advancement
has been made. 1t will be one of the
crock places of the county in a few
years, There are now growing upon the
place 16 pcres of citrus fruits and thres
acres of pineapples. Mr. West will culti-
vabe this wear six acres of bomatoes, one
acre of eggplant and 1% acres of beans
in his hammock,

At Mr. Hinekley's hammock we note
& tealy tropical home. For hla own guar-
ters he has &8 gem of a log cabin bullt
on artlstie lnes and supplied with mod-
em conveniences. It iz a perfect dell
surrounded with every description of
tropleal planis money ean purchase,
Everything |5 eonstructed on artkstic
lines with a view to pleasing the eve and
producing & sense of rest and guist when
Mr. Hinekley seeks Itz seelusbon from his
buginess cares af Savannah and Way-
crogs, Oa, We notice here a banyon [gie]
tree of most wonderful growth which
In ltself ks worth a long walk bte visli.
Ancther species of free not common (n
our hammocks 4 the West India silk
eotton tree, 8 most peculior tree in its
growth. Mr. Hinekley's hammock com-
sists of about seven scred in the form of
g clrcle in the midst of 8 pine rldge.
It Ia divided in the cenire by the rafl-
road. An [reigating plant has been Intro-
duced. J, J. Jovee has the management
of the place which shows pgreat came
in its cultivation. On the pmirde nearby
Mr. Hinckley Is having cultivated 15
acres of Eomatoes, two of beans, and
1% of eggplant. He has in oll B0 acres
of his own and begides owns BD acres
of praiie land in association with J.
P. Gibsan of Samtoga, N, ¥,

About 40 rods west of Mr, Hinck-
ley's s the pinespple plantation of
W. B. Oed, conslsting of asbout two
peres under half shade, Mr, Ord has
three warleties of pineapples growing
which are very uncommon, One s the
Glant Kew, which grows to the weight
of 256 pounds, Another is the Hed and
Green Cevlan which Mr, Ord secumed
from the island of that name in the
Indlan Ocean. The thisd is o plneapple
variegated in colom. The plant as well
as the fruil rups by gradustion From
one color te another and i& & most
handsome plant.
