Image with constellations

This is a picture of night sky 
in the northern hemisphere’s 
autumn. If you look carefully, 
you can see the Milky Way, the 
constellation Cassiopeia, and 
even the Milky Way’s biggest 
neighbor, the Andromeda Gal-
axy. It was taken at Cuscowilla 
Retreat and Nature Center on 
October 14th.

Along the left edge, top to bot-
tom, we have Cepheus, Cas-
siopeia, and (just the head of) 
Perseus. Along the right side, 
we see one of Cygnus’s wings, 
then Pegasus and Andromeda. 
In the middle we have Lacer-
ta. Next to Andromeda (the 
constellaton)’s foot, you’ll see 
a fuzzy oval - that’s the An-
dromeda galaxy. And, passing 
through Cassiopeia and Ce-
pheus, arcing from the bottom 
left to the top middle is the 
Milky Way.
