We are sending the manuscript “Diversity and abundance of Hemiptera and natural enemies on Caryocar brasiliense (Malpighiales: Caryocaraceae) Tres in the Brazilian Cerrado” for to evaluated The Florida Entomologist. This paper is originally and important due to the percentage of the Brazilian savanna that is protected by law is, only, 4.40% of this area and it is not included among the biomass considered, by the Federal Constitution of Brazil, as a national patrimony. The scientific knowledge on the savanna is still very incipient but it is possible to estimate its species richness in, at least, 30% of the total for Brazil. However, the Brazilian savanna is being destroyed with a higher speed than the capacity of the scientific community to produce the necessary knowledge for its protection and conservation. Insects are important in savanna areas in tropical region. On the other hand, this contribution may be reduced by human activities what may affect factors such as quantity and quality of food resource for the insects. So, this present paper is very important for to help preserve to cerrado and its biodiversity.
