beaker was filled with swirling water and 
allowed to set for 30 sec. As nematodes 
settled in the center, most of the debris and 
some nematodes remained suspended. This 
suspension was poured onto a 60-mesh 
screen. This process was repeated until the 
only debris (mostly small galls) remaining 
was the same size as the female nematodes. 
Materials collected on the 60-mesh screen 
was reprocessed until most of the nematodes 
were recovered. Nematodes were placed in 
1% sodium chloride and the final pieces of

debris were removed with fine-pointed for- 
ceps under a dissecting scope. 

Using this technique, 6 cc (approxi- 
mately 7,000/cc)  of clean nematodes (Fig. 
1 ) were recovered from 25 severely infected 
tomato plants. The stains New Blue R (5) 
and potassium permanganate (3)  were used 
to estimate the percentage of living nema- 
todes. About 85-95% of the recovered 
female nematodes were living and in good 
condition. This technique provides a quan- 
tity of clean root-knot adult female nema- 
todes suitable for biochemical studies.
