New Records of BftJchidae (Coleoptera) from the Dominican Republic

OnlyiY-.re speeiesofBruehidaehavebeenreoorded
from the Dominican Republic (P.R.) per se although
records exist for "Hispaniola" and Haiti. Collections
made during a recent trip (1992) by R Turnbow and
M.C. Thomas have added data for five additional
speeies, one of Whieh is a new West Indian reeol'd
whereas the other three are range extensions of
species previously known from Llle "Nesl; Indies. Goo-
graphical ranges for each species are briefly indi-
cated.

public are listed first. Species known from Haiti or
"Hispaniola" are next andmOBt likely are foundin the
Dominican Republic. The third section lists new
records for D.R.
